The	SJS	week	camps	will	run	9:00	am	–	4:00	pm	each	day.		Students	can	
attend	for	the	whole	week	or	just	a	day	or	two,	full	or	half.		Drama	is	the	
exception	-	it	is	full	week,	full	day	only.	
	



The	cost	for	weekly	camps	is	$425	for	the	week	or	$90	per	day.		For	half	
days,	where	applicable,	the	cost	is	$200/week	or	$45/day.		You	will	be	
charged	through	FACTS	on	June	1.	
	
These	camps	will	take	place	in	the	Gym,	Library,	Art	Room,	air	
conditioned	third	floor	classrooms,	and	outside.		Students	will	need	to	
bring	a	snack,	lunch	(peanut	free),	and	water	bottle.		They	should	also	
bring	swimwear	and	a	towel	for	water	play.		Each	camp	will	always	have	
at	least	one	teacher	and	one	aide	present.		There	will	NOT	be	a	nurse	
present	at	these	camps.
